	Comprehensive Medical Assessment (CMA)
Item 712
	A Comprehensive Medical Assessment involves the GP reviewing all the residents medical conditions.  This includes a full examination and investigations, and referrals where necessary.  The Comprehensive Medical Assessment report (or copy) is filed at the aged care facility and can provide a comprehensive reference for nursing staff and after-hours medical practitioners. A CMA can be claimed once a year.

	Care Plan Contribution

Item 731
	The aged care facility will routinely develop a care plan that describes any medical, behavioural and social issues you may have, and how they will be managed.  The GP contributes to the care plan by discussion with aged care facility staff and/or by making written additions/comments. 

	Case Conference 

Items 734, 736, 738, 775, 778, 779
	A case conference is a meeting held between your GP and at least two other health care providers who are involved in your care.  The aim is to jointly agree on the types of care you need.  Your medical history, diagnosis and care preferences will be discussed with other care providers, however you have the right to specify what medical and personal information you want withheld from the other case conference team members.  Case conferences provide the opportunity to plan for health needs in a co-ordinated fashion

	Residential Medication Management Review (RMMR)
Item 903
	A Residential Medication Management Review is a collaboration between your GP and a pharmacist who is contracted by the aged care facility.  The aim of the Residential Medication Management Review is to address any medication issues to reduce the risk of harmful side-effects. This can be claimed once a year.
