The involvement of GPs in the medical governance 
of Silver Chain Home Hospital  is vital to the success 
of the program. By registering your interest in 
the program  you will be kept up to date on the 
development of Silver Chain Home Hospital   
services ± for example, new service elements, 
expanded opportunities for GPs to be involved in 
service delivery etc. Practices are also encouraged  
to register.

You can register your ªat riskº patients  i.e. those 
patients who are most likely to require care outside 
of regular business hours. Typically these patients 
will have a history of frequent hospital admissions 
or recurrent bouts of acute illness that may be, for 
example, associated with infective exacerbations 
of chronic disease. By registering these patients, 
and providing a medical summary for each, this 
information will be attached to the patient's record 
on Silver Chain's client management system 
(ComCare). 

How to register:
To register your interest in the program  please 
complete the form included in this pamphlet. 

To register your ªat riskº patients  please complete 
a Silver Chain Home Hospital ªAt Riskº Patients 
Registration Form (this form can be accessed via our 
website: www.homehospital.org.au) and attach a 
Medical Summary for each patient registered. 

If these patients attend a different practice to one at 
which you have already registered, simply complete 
the additional practice details on the ªAt Riskº 
Patients Registration Form.

Fax the documents to Silver Chain on

Although the process of registration is simple, 
we recognise that this will take time to do. For 
this reason Silver Chain has been funded to 
offer a nominal payment:

$125 payment for each GP who registers  �t��
interest in the program

A payment of $15 for each ªat riskº patient �t��
registered (maximum 20 per GP)

Please attach a tax invoice  so that we can process 
your payment promptly. These payments are 
available for a six month period ending 30 April 2010. 

Please note: referrals of patients can still be made 
without registration.

This will then enable access to core elements of 
patients' medical history if/when care is required; 
streamlining the referral process and supporting 
your patients' ongoing continuity of care. Please 
note, patient consent will be required to share this 
information with Silver Chain.

If you'd like a more ªhands onº role in the care of 
acutely ill patients in the community, you can also 
register your interest in being part of the  
Silver Chain medical team  and become 
involved in the medical governance of the hospital 
substitution (HITH) patients. This provides the 
opportunity for GPs to be part of something new 
and exciting in delivering more acute care in the 
community. Attractive remuneration packages and 
education and training (CME points) are available  
to medical team members.
